Salary costs: Heart Research UK Healthy Heart Grant funds healthy heart projects.  Only staff costs relating to that project will be considered.

Capital costs: 
Heart Research UK will not pay for buildings, running costs, repairs or permanent fixtures. Consideration will be given to equipment needed specifically for the project as detailed in Section 7 of the Terms and Conditions.  Any equipment bought must be used for that project only, for the lifetime of that project and must carry the Heart Research UK stickers provided. The applicant must discuss with the Charity the proposed use of the equipment on completion of the project.
