Application Guidelines
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Before you apply:

1. Check that your project will actively and effectively promote heart health.

2. Read the Grant Policy Statement (page 2 on the application form) and the Terms and Conditions (separate document), particularly section 4 for salaries and section 7 for equipment costs. 
3. Please ensure you fill in all sections of the application form. Type is preferred but you may write in block capitals using black ink.  Attach only the additional information requested; any other documents will be disregarded.

4. For the May round, applications will only be accepted between 1 January and 28 February and from 1 July to 31 August for the November round.

5. An application pack is available to download from our website and must be submitted as 6 hard copies (Parts A and B), together with one copy of your financial statement. Any other documents will be disregarded.

Around 30 of the strongest applications will be shortlisted for consideration at the Stage 1 Review Meeting where 12 applications will be selected to progress onto Stage 2.

b)
The Project Summary (Part B) of these 12 applications will be scored by an external Lay Panel and HRUK’s Lifestyle Review Panel.

c)
Applications with the highest scores may be asked to give a short presentation to the panel, usually around the third Friday in either May or November. The date will be confirmed when you receive notification that your application has progressed to Stage 2.  Applicants are requested to be available for these dates.
