Frequently asked questions
What is the Healthy Heart Grant (HHG) available for?
The Healthy Heart Grant is only available for projects that actively promote heart health or reduce the risk of heart disease.
What type of organisation is eligible to apply for a Healthy Heart Grant?

Only community or voluntary organisations, registered charities or other not for profit organisations may apply. In exceptional circumstances, where a project has a very strong heart element applications will be considered from researchers.

Private enterprise and government, local authority or other public sector funded organisations cannot apply.
How easy is it to secure a HHG?
A funding pot of £50,000 is available in each grant round with a maximum £10,000 available per application. Competition is very high and the success rate is currently around 1 in 40.
What’s the deadline for the HHG?

There are two rounds of HHGs each year; the TWO deadlines are:

28 February for the May round
31 August for the November round
What do I need to send?

You must send:

Six hard copies of the completed application form Parts A and B (one of which must contain original signatures)
AND
One hard copy of your organisation’s latest accounts or financial statement.
What signatures are needed in Section E of the application form?
Signature A ‘Principal Applicant’s name’: whoever has completed the application form needs to print their name and sign here.  You must also tick the boxes in this section.
Signature B ‘Project Supervisor’: if you will be running the project you can leave this signature blank, BUT if your proposed project is to be run by someone else, they must print their name and sign here. You must also tick the boxes in this section.
Signature C ‘Representative of the Organisation’ –This must be signed by a senior member of the organisation, a board member, a trustee or other senior officer of the organisation.
Why do I need to supply a financial statement?

Grant funding is paid quarterly in arrears after receiving a comprehensive project report and appropriate invoice.  We need to be sure that you are in a position to start and sustain your project until funds are released.
My application form is filled in – can I send it to you at any time of year?

No.  Applications will only be considered if submitted between 1 January and 28 February for the May round or 1 July and 31 August for the November round.
Can I send my application by e-mail?

No. Only hard copies of applications will be accepted.
What is the selection and HRUK’s awarding criteria?

When selecting award winners, HRUK’s Lay Review Panel will look, first and foremost at how strong the Healthy Heart message is and how actively it is being promoted through the activities.

If the heart focus is strong throughout, the panel will then also consider:

· how innovative the project is in terms of activities offered and target audience
· the feasibility of the proposed project 

· evidence of appropriate skills & experience to run your healthy heart project
· value for money

· monitoring and evaluation of impact on heart health 

· publicity opportunities for the project 
· appeal and conviction to the Lay Review Panel for the project

What equipment costs can be claimed?

See Section 7.2 of the Terms and Conditions.
Do you fund existing or continuation projects?

No. Grants are available for new innovative projects and not something you already do or want to continue.
We are a Cardiac rehabilitation group – can we apply for a HHG?

The Healthy Heart Grant programme focuses mainly on the primary prevention of heart disease through innovative approaches.  HRUK is unlikely to fund existing Cardiac Rehabilitation programmes, however, If a Cardiac rehab group submits an application for a new innovative project to promote heart health for people affected by heart disease and their families, this would be considered using the same selection and awarding criteria. 
How long must the project run for?

Projects typically run for 12 months.  
You may apply for a grant for a shorter or longer duration, but please bear in mind that the Lay Review Panel look for value for money, feasibility and clear project monitoring and that comprehensive reports still have to be submitted.
